In regard to our statewide sign-up for the Imagination Library/Books From Birth Program, I have not read nor heard to date which weekend will  be designated for registering children throughout the state ages 0 to 5 who are not already receiving the Imagination Library Books.
 

    However , September 13th-17th has been designated as Tennessee Literacy Week.  It seems fitting that the weekend of September 17th and 18th  would be a good weekend to have our  Delta Kappa Gamma Governor's Books from Birth sign-up weekend. However, any weekend during September or early October should be fine.    It would be great if you could include  members of  your local high school's League of Extraordinary Teens and also members of   your local literacy council for adult education  in your sign-up activity-- thus fulfilling three requirements for the Delta Kappa Gamma Literacy Committee with one activity.   Other ideas would be for chapters to also set up booths at your beginning- of -the- year open house and/or take forms to your local hospital birthing units to be placed in the newborns' take home packets.  
 

 Please  make certain that  you  keep a tally of the number of children  you  register as  you  will be asked in  your  spring  chapter literacy committee reports to provide the number of children that  your chapters  have registered during the 2010 -2011 year as well as the amount of money that you have collected to help pay for the Imagination Library books at your local level.  You may want to ask your chapter members if they would like to sponsor a child by pledging $15 per child per year.  For your sign-ups, an idea that has worked for my chapter is to put an asterisk (star) at the top of the forms for all children that we have registered in order to get an accurate  final count from  your local  Imagination Library data clerk concerning the number of children that  you  have registered.  Whatever works best for each individual chapter to keep track of their registrations is fine as we only will need a final number on your local literacy committee report to me in the spring.  Your chapter will also receive credit for all children who take forms home and mail them back if you  put the asterisk on the form(s) before giving them to the children.
 

For those who are not aware, Xi State Delta Kappa Gamma has partnered with Governor Bredesen and the Dolly Parton Imagination Library to make sure all children ages 0 to 5 will be registered for this wonderful pre-school literacy program.
