Guidelines

I. In a brief paragraph, describe one or more of the following:

A. The national / international seminar, workshop, or professional meeting which you plan to attend and give reasons for your interest.

B. A new classroom practice that you plan to initiate and your reasons for initiating this practice.

C. A new supervisory practice that you plan to initiate and your reasons for initiating this practice.

D. A new administrative practice that you plan to initiate and your reasons for initiating this practice.

E. A new workbook, textbook, or other professional writing that you plan to undertake and the reason for your interest.

II. A record of your experiences must be submitted to the chairman of the Selection Committee of the Xi State Vision Foundation within one year of receiving the award  (June 1).  Include in your letter how and when you will present your work/experiences to a professional group.

III. Include an estimate of the expenses that you expect to incur.  These should include:

Meetings – Registration fee/yearly dues, transportation, room accommodations, meals, books and/or other required materials.

New educational practices and writing – Books and/or other required materials, typing, copying, visits to other educational institutions for observation or consultation.

IV. Requirements – This plan must be read and approved by your local chapter president. Her letter of recommendation must accompany your application.
V. Eligibility – All applicants must be employed in an educational system during the period covered by the award.  

Service to professional education is to be an important criterion in the selection of a recipient.

VI. All applications dated by December 31.  All applicants will receive notification of the decision by March 31.

VII. If the educational project or event to be attended occurs during the school year, you must include a letter of permission for the appropriate leave from some person in authority within the school system. Permission must also be secured from some person in authority in the school system in which the education project is to be done.
