International Committee Responsibilities
(Committee changes may occur during 2010 International Convention.  The International President will adjust as needed.)
Constitution - Receive all proposals for amending or revising the Constitution and the International Standing Rules, make recommendations to the Administrative Board, and present proposals to the international convention for vote.
Expansion - Be responsible for continued international expansion.
Insurance - Work in cooperation with the insurance administrators on ways to obtain increased benefits under the Society’s insurance programs for U.S. members.
Leadership Development - Plan a leadership development conference for state organization presidents and new executive secretaries in conjunction with each regional conference; coordinate leadership sessions for chapter presidents at the international convention.
Membership - Study and make recommendations related to membership issues.  Receive and evaluate the recommendations of persons proposed for honorary membership and submit the names of qualified candidates for vote.
Program - Formulate a long-term program plan, identify the program focus, and develop a program resource guide. 
Personal Growth and Services - Develop and implement a program designed to enrich the personal lives of members.
Professional Affairs - Develop an action program designed to encourage mutual respect and cooperation within the profession and promote women in education; study and recommend action on professional issues and urge state organizations to initiate, endorse, and support desirable legislation or other suitable endeavors in the interests of education and of women educators.
Research - Conduct the research program of the Society and aid state organizations and chapters in the development of educational research.
Communications - Provide the linkage of member to member, chapter to state, and state to international; make recommendations to the International Executive Board concerning publicity and publications of the Society.
Educator’s Award - Select the recipient(s) of the Educator’s Award given in recognition of educational research and writing by women author(s).
Golden Gift Fund - Administer the fund investment income to support approved projects.
Scholarships - Select the recipients of international scholarships for graduate study, promote interest in and support for the scholarships, and make recommendations to states and chapters.
World Fellowships – Select recipients of fellowships to women educators who are not members of Delta Kappa Gamma and who live in countries other than the United States and Canada.
